Instructions for the breeder, when advertising a litter in the Finnish Borzoi Club magazine or on the web page
Information of the litter which has to be sent to the Finnish Borzoi Club breeding committee:
- Parents and grandparents (names), first the sire and his relatives, then the corresponding information of the dam.
- Pedigree to the 6th generation with registration numbers of the dogs if both parent's five-generation-pedigrees cannot be found in the Finnish Kennel Club database, KoiraNet: http://jalostus.kennelliitto.fi
This concerns mating news, litter plans, and puppies born, which are to be announced on the puppy / litter pages.
The litters, whose detailed pedigree information cannot be found in KoiraNet or sent to the breeding committee, won't be published in the Finnish Borzoi Club's magazine or on the web pages from 1 st January 2007 onwards.
Planned litters: published 6 months before the planned mating at the earliest.
The official health check results of the parents can be published on the pages upon request.
The results have to be in a written form, with all the needed information on the dog’s identity (microchip or tattoo number).
The breeding committee is not responsible for the accuracy of reported information.
Send the materials (copies of the pedigree, health checks, etc.) to the member of the breeding committee responsible of new litters. Name and address can be found under: Yhdistys, Toimihenkilöt (Board and secretary), Jalostustoimikunta: uudet pentueet
Sent materials will not be returned!

General Information

Taking care of the health of Borzoi, it is very important to avoid hereditary illnesses. We encourage the breeders to prefer as small an inbreeding percentage as possible. There was quite a lot of inbreeding in the past, which has created a historical burden of a small gene pool in Finnish Borzoi population. Thus it has become important to use foreign Borzois for breeding in order to make genetic material more versatile. Before using the dogs, Finnish or foreign, for breeding, it is important to know their health background.
 Recommended health checks are: heart (cardiomyopathy), thyroid, genetest for degenerative myelopathy, and eyes (PRA, HC, RD…)

 Secondary health checks are hips and elbows (these are not a major problem in Borzois)

 A dog with a disease is not allowed to be used for breeding. Also the littermates of an ill dog should be examined before breeding.

 If a dog suddenly dies under the age of eight years or has to be euthanized because of an unknown illness even when older than eight years, an autopsy should be performed. 
The breeding committee does not recommend the dogs to be used for breeding if:
 The male or female cannot be mated normally

 Both parents have a faulty bite or a narrow underjaw (canine teeth pressing against palate)

 Both parents have littermates with testicle problems

 The inbreeding % goes over 6.25
 Both the male's and female's relatives have same hereditary illnesses

 The dog is aggressive or timid/fearful
Other things:

The breeder should have been a member of the Finnish Borzoi Club for at least 12 months, before s/he is allowed to have announcements in the puppy list on the web pages or in the magazine. The membership begins when the payment has arrived to the account of Finnish Borzoi Club.
On puppy pages there are special sections for litter plans, mating news, born litters : 0-4 months, 5-12 mo and a section for adult dogs for sale. Foreign breeders’ information comes after the Finnish announcements in every section. 
The breeders are advised to update the information regularly, at least once a month. The breeder must inform immediately when the puppies are sold, or if the plans have been changed. If the breeder does not update the information, the litter will be removed from the list.
